
What is solar systems

Solar power is a form of energy conversion in which sunlight is used to generate electricity. Virtually

nonpolluting and abundantly available, solar power stands in stark contrast to the combustion of fossil fuel and

has become increasingly attractive to individuals, businesses, and governments on the path to sustainability.

The solar system is the sun and everything that orbits around it. It includes the planets and their moons as well

as numerous asteroids and comets. These objects are all held in orbit around the sun by the sun''s strong

gravity.

Solar panels respond to both direct sunlight coming straight from the sun and diffuse sunlight reflected from

particles in clouds and the atmosphere. Solar panels are usually able to generate some electricity even on a

cloudy day. However, most electricity is produced on clear days when direct sunlight hits the panels.

A solar panel is a device that converts sunlight into electricity by using

photovoltaic (PV) cells. PV cells are made of materials that produce excited electrons when exposed to light.

The electrons flow through a circuit and produce direct current (DC) electricity, which can be used to power

various devices or be stored in batteries.
